MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE MARCH MINUTES BY MR. HONEYCUTT, SECONDED BY MR. WILLIAMS.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

Chairman Bratton stated that he wanted to add the following items to the agenda for discussion, updating the Subdivision Regulations, as well as, forming some type of ad-hoc committee to study future re-zonings on Long Hollow Pike.

1. Adoption of new Residential and Commercial Building Codes- 

Mr. Wright, Director of Building and Codes, came forward to address this body.  He began by explaining that the three previous building codes SBCCI, BOCA, AND ICBO were combined into the International Code Council in 2000.

Mr. Wright began by saying that he would like to discuss adopting the 2015 ICC Building Codes and gave each member a handout.  He explained that the State Fire Marshall has given his department until June to update their building code.  
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Mr. Wright explained that municipalities are supposed to stay current within seven years of the most current published ICC Building Code which currently is 2015.  He explained that we could opt out of the sprinkler system.
He explained the code differences in the 2012 and the 2015.
We are required to adopt the mechanical and plumbing part of these codes, which we have not adopted before.

Mr. Geminden stated that he still has a lot of unanswered questions and would like this body to have a work study on this item.

Mr. Honeycutt stated that he was not comfortable with adopting the 2015 codes, he thought maybe it would be better to adopt the 2009 Building Codes.
	
	Chairman Bratton asked what the will of this body about this item was.

Mr. Tucker stated that he felt we needed to more information prior to voting.

	There was extensive discussion.

Motion to defer until May 26, 2015, Planning Commission meeting by Mr. Geminden and seconded by Mr. Tucker.  Motion passed unanimously.

	

2. Adoption of a new Building Valuation Data Table-Ms. Dennen stated that there was no need to discuss the fees due to the fact that the County Commissioners would set the fees.

Chairman Bratton discussed the need to update the Subdivision Regulations.
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Mr. Joyner stated that this is an issue that needs to be addressed. He said he had put this matter in his proposed budget to get this taken care of this year. This updating needs to be handled by a third party.  

There was discussion.

Mr. Joyner stated that we need to have a work study every month whether we have an agenda item or not.

Chairman Bratton would like to open the work studies to the surveyors to get their ideas on updating the subdivision regulations.

Mr. Honeycutt stated that we need to support Rodney in updating the Subdivision Regulations.
