Chairman Bratton welcomed Bill Taylor.

Chairman Bratton stated that he had a direct conflict with item #2 so since the Vice-Chairman is out of town it will be appropriate for this body to elect an alternate vice-chairman.

Motion by Mr. Tucker to elect Mike Honeycutt for alternate Vice-Chairman, seconded by Mr. Graves.  Motion passed unanimously.


APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER MINUTES
Mr. Honeycutt asked for a motion on the September minutes.
Motion for approval by Mr. Williams, seconded by Mr. Graves.  Motion passed unanimously.

1. PATRICIA JANAN DORRIS-PRELIMINARY PLAT-REPRESENTED BY JIM CARMAN-(4TH County Commission District)-Applicant was requesting Preliminary Plat approval of 6 lots on Neals Lane and Liberty Lane.  Subject property is located on Tax Map 115, Parcel 12 P/O, contains 14.86 acres, and is zoned Estate A.
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Mr. Carman was present to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Joyner gave a detailed presentation of subject property. He explained that the plat was very well done and that all of the staff comments had been addressed.  They will have to submit engineering drawings when they come in for final plat approval.

There was discussion.

Motion for Preliminary Plat approval by Mr. Williams, seconded by Mr. Graves.  Motion passed unanimously.

2. DEFERRED BY APPLICANT AT THE SEPTEMBER MEETING - HWY 76 PROPERTY SUBDIVISION-PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT-REPRESENTED BY RICHARD GRAVES-(12TH COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-Applicant was requesting Preliminary and Final Plat approval of 4 tracts on State Highway 76.  Subject property is on Tax Map 58, Parcels 71.01, 73, 74 and 75, and 75.01, contains 6.72 acres.  Lot 1 is zoned Industrial, Lots 2 & 3 are zoned Commercial 1, and Lot 4 is zoned Agricultural.

Mr. Graves was present to explain and represent this request  

Mr. Joyner gave an overall presentation.  He explained that this application went before the Zoning Board of Appeals in October 9, 2014 and received approval for lot size and setback variances, etc.  This plat has three different types of zonings.  The goal of this application is to bring non-conforming lots closer to compliance.

There was discussion.

Mr. Graves came forward to explain this application.

Mr. Graves asked Mr. Joyner was he satisfied with this plat.
Mr. Joyner responded to Mr. Graves by saying that this will work.  This will give us better parameters than what we currently have.  He is satisfied with what the Zoning Board approved.

Motion by Mr. Graves for approval based on what is proposed on the plat, (variances and setbacks and lot lines) seconded by Mr. Kirby.  Motion passed.
5 ayes: Graves, Kirby, Tucker, Williams and Taylor
1 abstention: Bratton
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3. Discuss waiving engineering fees for Castalian Springs – Bethpage Utility Water District.

Mr. Joyner explained that in in the past the commission has waived the fees for quasi municipalities 

Mr. Graves explained that he would abstained from voting due to a conflict of interest.

Chairman Bratton asked if this was a recommendation to the County Commission.
Ms. Dennen stated that this would be a recommendation from the Planning Commission to the County Commission.

Mr. Graves explained that they are trying to build a 3,500 square foot office building.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Joyner stated the engineering fees typically range from, $300.00 to $500.00. He reminded this body that we do not have an engineer on staff, therefore, as another reminder, this work is contracted out.

There was discussion.

Motion to recommend waiving the fees up to $500.00 for this quasi-governmental entity seeking waiver of engineering fees by Mr. Tucker, seconded by Mr. Kirby.
Motion passed.

1 abstention:  Graves

4. Discuss the importance of the upcoming Planners training seminar.

Ms. Dennen explained that there is a state law that you need to attend so many hours of training each year.  There is no penalty.

Chairman Bratton stated he would like to see our training be more pertinent.

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Ms. Dennen felt that Mr. Graves and Mr. Taylor should not have to attend the training this year because they are new members.

Ms. Dennen asked Mr. Joyner to find out the parameters of this training.  Some of the member’s ethics and real estate training could count as their training hours.
