Vice-Chairman Geminden called the meeting to order due to the absence of the Chairman.  Vice-Chairman Geminden stated that this body needed to elect a Vice-Chairman for the evening since the Chairman is absent.

[bookmark: _GoBack]MOTION BY MR. GRAVES TO NOMINATE DR. TAYLOR AS VICE-CHAIRMAN DUE TO THE ABSENCE OF THE CHAIRMAN TONIGHT, SECONDED BY MR. WILLIAMS.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST MINUTES BY MR. GRAVES, SECONDED BY MR. TUCKER.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
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1. PUBLIC HEARING-REZONING-PRELIMIMARY MASTER PLAN- REPRESENTED BY MID-TENN ENGINEERING COMPANY-(1ST COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT) Mr. Jason Hesson was requesting to have his property rezoned from Agricultural to a Commercial 2 Planned Unit Development.  Applicant is also requesting Preliminary Master Development Plan approval of 4.680 + acres. Subject property is located at 156 Blackey Bandy Road, Bethpage, Tn. is on Tax Map 30, Parcel 67, and is zoned Agricultural. This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News on September 10, 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

 Vice-Chairman Geminden opened the floor for the public hearing.

Mo Taylor, County Commissioner for this area, came forward to speak regarding this request.  He stated that he had received several telephone calls of people wondering how this would fit in with the landscape of the area, and where it is located.

Brenda Landin, direct neighbor, came forward to state she was against this request and was concerned about this being a rural community and there are other locations that would be more suitable.

Carl Landin, adjacent property owner, came forward to speak against this request.  Would you want something like this right next to you?  I moved from South Florida to this area for the country living. He stated that he was a wounded Vietnam Veteran and would like for this body to honor him by not approving this application and let me live in the country setting that I love.

Jason Hesson, applicant, came forward to represent this request.  He stated that within a mile of this there is several commercial zoned properties in this area.  He wants to be a good neighbor and does not want to cause any problems.  There will not be anybody at this site at night.

Vice-Chairman Geminden closed the public hearing,  

Mr. Joyner gave a brief presentation with a handout.  If this is approved by the County Commission, then it will come back to us for Final Master Development approval and they will also have to provide us with Drainage and Storm Water plans.  They will also have to get approval of the Highway Department of the location that is coming off Blackey Bandy Road.  He also explained that this body has every right to set some guidelines on this project, such as buffers etc.

Mr. Tucker explained that we would be doing a disservice to the neighbors if we did not put some stipulations on this project.

Mr. Hesson stated that they will not have any water or have an office at this site.

Motion to suspend the rules to allow Mr. Landin speak again by Mr. Graves, seconded by Mr. Tucker.  Motion passed unanimously.

Carl Landin came forward to speak against this property again.  You will set a precedent if you approve this.  He asked the body again if they would want this next to them. The only alternative I have is if Mr. Hesson would deed him a big section to me so nothing would ever be built on it. 

There was extensive discussion.  

Mr. Hesson explained that there would not be an office, water or electricity, only security lights.  He said he would put up any screening that this body required.  He stated that he would be fine with receiving a special use for mini-storages.

Motion to defer by Mr. Graves due to the fact that next month we will have a larger group of Planning Commissioners present to discuss and vote, seconded by Mr. Tucker.  Motion passed unanimously.


2. DEFFERED BY APPLICANT-WYNNWOOD STORAGE- PHASE 3-SITE PLAN AND GRADING PLAN-(3rd COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-REPRESENTED BY BRUCE RAINEY-Applicant was requesting site plan approval for a mini-warehousing.  Subject property is located at 2812 Hartsville Pike, State Highway 25, Gallatin, Tn., is on Tax Map 110. Parcel 82, contains 6.15 acres, and is zoned Commercial 2 Planned Unit Development.
NO ACTION TAKEN SINCE THIS ITEM WAS DEFERRED BY THE APPLICANT.

3. KERRY HAWKINS PROPERTY-PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT- REPRESENTED BY RICHARD GRAVES-(1st COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT) Applicant was requesting Preliminary and Final Plat approval of 3 lots.  Subject property is located on 1374 Fowler Ford Road, Portland, Tn., is on Tax Map 50. Parcel 35.01, contains 6.40 acres and is zoned Agricultural.
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Mr. Joyner gave a brief presentation of this application.   He stated that most of the staff comments have been addressed and they would have to go through the land disturbance permit process.

Mr. Richard Graves came forward to represent and answer any questions.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval by Mr. Graves, seconded by Mr. Williams.  Motion passed unanimously.



4.SHILOH-PHASE II-PRELIMINARY PLAT- REPRESENTED BY JIM CARMAN-(1st COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-Applicant was requesting Preliminary Plat approval of 38 lots.  Subject property was located between Shiloh Road and Double Tree Lane, contains 48.32 acres, is on Tax Map 90, Parcel 43, and is zoned Agricultural.

Mr. Joyner gave a brief presentation with a handout.  The engineering items will need to be addressed at the Final Plat stage.
There was discussion.

Motion for approval by Mr. Graves, seconded by Mr. Williams.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. MOUNT OLIVE-FINAL PLAT-REPRESENTED BY JIM CARMAN-(1ST COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT) Applicant was requesting Final Plat approval of 11 lots.  Subject property is located on/off Mt. Olive and James Snow Road, is on Tax Map 6, Parcel 8, and is zoned Agricultural.  Preliminary Plat was approved on August 25, 2015.

Mr. Joyner gave a brief presentation with a handout.  All of the staff comments will have to be addressed prior to the recording.

There was discussion. 

 Motion for approval by Mr. Tucker, seconded by Mr. Graves.   Motion passed unanimously.
