CHAIRMAN MCKEE WELCOMED NEW MEMBER JOHN WESLEY JONES

MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY MINUTES BY MRS. WEBSTER, SECONDED BY MR. DICKERSON.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

1. Rodger Minor was requesting a lot width variance of 3 feet at the building setback line. Subject property is located at 1446 N. Sumner Road, Bethpage, Tn., is on Tax Map 23, Parcel 51, contains approximately ½ acre and is zoned Agricultural.
This was a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News Examiner on February 11, 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Mr. Rainey pointed out that this property was created in 1964, therefore, this should be grandfathered in.  

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing
There was no one present to speak for or against.
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Mr.  Rainey asked Mr. Joyner if he needed a motion since this property was created before 1973.

Mr. Joyner stated that even though it is a lot of record he is still under the current zoning and does not have enough lot width.  The zoning requires 100-ft width from side to side.

There was discussion.

Motion by Mr. Rainey based on this property being created prior to 1973 that we grant the lot width variance and we grant the lot size variance, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.

2. Richard and Kathleen Warren were requesting an eleven (11) foot side yard setback variance on the southeast side in order to construct a dwelling.  Subject property is located at 1090 Bradley Road, Gallatin, Tn., is on Tax Map 157C, Group A, Parcel 8, being lot 16 on the plan of River View Subdivision as shown on plat of record in Plat Book 10, Page 116 and is zoned RA.
This was a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News Examiner on February 27, 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Mr. and Mrs. Warren, as well as their contractor Jay Martin, came forward to represent and explain this request.  

Mr. Warren explained why he needed the side yard variance.  They were building off the plat (i.e. private restrictions) the county had provided us which only required 10-ft side yard setbacks.

Mr. Martin, contractor, came forward to explain more about this request.  He stated that he applied for the building permit with the10-ft side yard setbacks shown on the site plan and the building permit was issued with those setbacks. When the inspector came out to do the footing inspection, he said that I was required to have 20-ft setbacks off each side.

Mr. Rainey stated that the county requirements for side yard setbacks in the RA zoning is 20-ft.

Mr. Warren stated that there is a bench shelf of rock and they just wanted to set the house back just a shade bit to avoid all of that rock.

Mr. Rainey stated that we have to treat everyone fairly.  If you had chosen a different house plan, we would not be here tonight.  

	There was extensive discussion.
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	Mr. Rainey issued a warning to Mr. Martin that ‘you’ need to check the zoning before 
‘you’ build any more in the county.  We are not a board to seek forgiveness instead of permission.

	Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
	There was no one present for or against to speak on this request.

Motion by Mr. Rainey for approval based on the geographical condition pertinent to this lot that we grant a 10-ft side yard setback variance where they can put their house like they have it, seconded by Mrs. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.


3. Wade Lyles was requesting a continuation of a conditional use permit he received on February 1, 1994, to operate an auto shop with tire sales. Subject property is located at 2048 Scotty Parker Road, Gallatin, Tn., is on Tax Map 92, Parcel 6.04, contains 8.51 acres, and is zoned Agricultural. 
The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.


Mr. Lyles came forward to explain and represent this request.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
No one was present to speak for or against.

Mr. Joyner stated that his office has not received any complaints.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval for two more years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.
