[bookmark: _GoBack]MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST MINUTES BY MS. WEBSTER, SECONDED BY MR. DICKERSON.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


1. DEFERRED AT THE JULY MEETING- Mr.  William Kimbrough is requesting a seven (7) foot side yard setback on the east side to construct a detached garage, and a lot size variance of .24 of an acre.  Subject property is located at 125 Mt. Vernon Road, Bethpage, Tn., on Tax Map 68, Parcel 113.02, contains .681 of an acre, and is zoned A (Agricultural).
This is a public hearing and was initially advertised in the Gallatin News Examiner on July 30, 2014. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Mr. Kimbrough came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Rainey explained that the previous owner created a problem for Mr. Kimbrough by creating this illegal lot.  He said he did not want to punish Mr. Kimbrough.
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Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

There was no one present to speak for or against.

There was discussion.



Motion by Mr. Rainey for approval of the lot size and the side yard variance with the provision that Mr. Kimbrough has a subdivision plat filed on his lot that will indicate the approval process that the Board of Zoning Appeals acknowledged it and approved it on this date and we also acknowledged his setback variance, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.
(FYI:  This plat should be recorded prior to the building permit being issued)

2. David and Yvonne Pierson were requesting a conditional use permit to operate a screen printing business in a detached building (30x50) on their property. Subject property is located on 3760 Highway 76, Cottontown, Tn., is on Tax Map 74, Parcel 29, and contains 5.00 acres and is zoned Residential A and Agricultural.
This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News Examiner on August 8, 2014. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

The Pierson’s came forward to represent and explain this request.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no one present to speak for or against.

Mr. Rainey asked the Pierson’s to register with the Storm Water Office due to the fact this could be a hot spot and would need to be monitored on a regular basis.

There was discussion what they would do with the waste they would incur.
Mr. Pierson stated that all waste would be contained.  The raw waste collects in tanks and would be incinerated.


Motion for approval for a two year period by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.
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3. William Perry, Marcus Smith etux and Richard Thomas etux, and Farmers Bank are requesting variances for several lots within the Farmers Bank Subdivision, to include lot-size variances and setback variances to the lots within this subdivision.  These variances are intended to bring said lots into compliance where necessary and bring other non-conforming requirements closer to compliance.
Subject properties are located on Highway 76, Cottontown, Tn., on Tax Map 58, Parcels 75, 75.01, and 74 (which are zoned Commercial 1), 73,and 72 (which are zoned Agricultural), containing a total of 6.72 acres.
This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News Examiner on August 27, 2014.  The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

This was deferred by the applicant for thirty days, therefore no action was taken.


4. Mr. Jackie Ray Gambrell was requesting a continuation for the conditional use permit he received to operate an automobile repair and dismantle shop that he received on August 14, 2003. Subject property is located at 3706 Highway 76, Cottontown, Tn., is on Tax Map 74, Parcel 31, contains 1.10 acres and is zoned Agricultural.
The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.

Mr. Gambrell came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Joyner stated that his office has not received any complaints.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no one present to speak for or against.

There was discussion.

Motion for a two year approval by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.
