A.    MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER MINUTES BY MR. GOODE, SECONDED BY MR. RAY.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

Chairman Bratton requested adding to the agenda discussion about hiring Rodney Joyner for the Planner position.

Motion by Mr. Williams, seconded by Mr. Honeycutt to add this item pertaining to the planner to the agenda.  Motion passed unanimously.

1.   HAMPSHIRE PLACE-PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT-Represented by Carroll Carman-( 1st County Commission District)-They were requesting preliminary and final plat approval of 4 lots on Hog Back Ridge Road.  Subject property is located on tax map 49, parcel 18.04, contains 4.53 acres and is zoned agricultural.

(FYI:  This was approved on December 16, 2008, but had to come before the planning commission again since the existing lot lines are being moved.)

Mr. Carman came forward to explain that he had received preliminary and final plat approval in 2008, but was having to move lot lines due to recommendations by the environmentalist office.  Mr. Carman asked this body to waive the required 10 foot wide utility easements.

Ms. Ivie stated the only outstanding staff comment was that if this body so desired they could waive the required utility easements, if the easements cannot be located along any lot lines.  

There was discussion.
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Motion for approval by Ms. Templeton with a waiver of the required 10 foot wide utility easements, and no driveway locations shown on the plat, seconded by Mr. Ray.  Motion passed unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS:

· Richard Graves addressed this body regarding the Sumner County 2035 Comprehensive Plan.  He would like to request a change in the Land Use Plan, Section 4, page 21 of the Development Plan section of rural density of 1 dwelling per 5 acres.

There was discussion.

Since this was scheduled for discussion at the work study this evening and was cancelled the members felt that they need to have a work study next month prior to the planning commission meeting to discuss this change to the comprehensive plan.  

Motion by Mr. Ray to defer this item until which time they could discuss it at next month's work study, seconded by Mr. Goode.  Motion passed unanimously.
