MOTION BY MR. WILLIAMS FOR APPROVAL OF THE MAY MINUTES, SECONDED BY MR. HONEYCUTT.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 


1. BRIARSCRATCH BREWING LLC –SITE PLAN-(4th COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-Represented by Carroll Carman-Applicant was requesting site plan approval. Subject property is located on Bursby Branch Road, contains 9.49 acres and is on Tax Map 80, Parcel 2.04 and is zoned Agricultural.
This was moved to the end of the agenda due to the fact there was no one present to represent this request.

Brad Singleton, owner/applicant came forward to represent and explain this request.


Mr. Joyner stated that Mr. Singleton received a conditional use permit from the Zoning Board of Appeals and the winery and brewery legislation was passed by the Planning Commission and the County Commission.  He explained that all of the staff comments have been addressed and this site plan had met all of the criteria.
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There was discussion.

Motion for approval by Mr. Honeycutt, seconded by Mr. Williams. Motion passed unanimously.



2. CRUTCHER STATION PHASE 1-SECTION 2A-PRELIMINARY PLAT-(7TH COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-Represented by Bruce Rainey-Applicant is requesting Preliminary Plat approval of 10 lots off of Jenkins Lane.  Subject property contains 5.50 acres, is on Tax Map 124, Parcel 43, and is zoned LDR-PUD and MDR-PUD.

Mr. Rainey was present to represent and to explain this request.

Mr. Joyner gave a presentation of this development.  He explained that A majority of the staff comments have been addressed with the exception of the following comments that should be addressed in the final plat: Please include traffic circulation arrows along Crutcher Station Drive and Protractor Drive, and please show a temporary turnaround (cul-de-sac) at east end of Protractor Drive.

There was discussion.

Mr. Rainey explained that He’s going to bring in multiple plats to create sixty (60) lots over the next twelve (12) months.  He stated he would reserve the need for the temporary turnouts.  If this project stalls out and he sees the need, of course, he would add these at the start of construction.

Mr. Joyner stated his main concern was for emergency vehicular traffic.

Mr. Rainey told this body that at the end of lot 47, he could show a temporary easement on the next phase and if this ends up having to be recorded, he will abandon the easement with the next phase.

Motion for approval contingent upon the above mentioned staff comments being addressed upon final approval by Mr. Honeycutt, seconded by Mr. Geminden.  Motion passed unanimously.
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3. CRUTCHER STATION PHASE 1-SECTION 1-PRELIMINARY PLAT-(7TH COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-Represented by Bruce Rainey-Applicant is requesting Preliminary Plat approval of 20 lots off of Jenkins Lane.  Subject property contains 9.60 acres, is on Tax Map 124, Parcel 43 and is zoned LDR-PUD AND MDR-PUD.

Mr. Joyner gave a comprehensive presentation of this development.  He stated that his only staff comment to be addressed was to include traffic circulation arrows along Crutcher Station Drive, primarily near the entrance along Jenkins Lane and Stadia Drive/Sunnyside School Drive intersection.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval by Mr. Honeycutt, seconded by Mr. Geminden.  Motion passed unanimously.
