MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE APRIL MINUTES BY MR. HONEYCUTT, SECONDED BY MR. WILLIAMS.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

1. BEECH HIGH SCHOOL-SITE PLAN-(11th COUNTY COMMISSION DISTRICT)-REPRESENTED BY CIVIL SITE DESIGN GROUP-Applicant was requesting site plan approval for renovations.  The renovations to Beech High School include two proposed entrance additions totaling 3,932 square feet, a pedestrian bridge over the western parking lot, and improvements to the main entrance drive.  Subject property is located at 3126 Long Hollow Pike, Hendersonville, Tn., is on Tax Map 122, Parcels 69 and 69.01 and is zoned R1A and contains 59.71 acres.
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Mr.  Joyner gave a brief presentation of the application and said he would answer any questions that this body had.  He explained that before the building permit is issued, the applicant should contact the Sumner County Codes Department to see if any architectural drawings would be required.

Joe Haddix with Civil Site Design Group was present to represent and to answer any questions that the body had.
