MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE JULY MINUTES BY MS. WEBSTER, SECONDED BY MR. DICKERSON.  MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


1.On behalf of the White House Community Fire Department, Lee Rentals LLC were requesting a conditional use permit to construct and operate a proposed Rural/ Volunteer Fire Station, and (1) sign on the building and dust free parking variance at 4238 Highway 31W, Cross Plains, TN.  The proposed Doug Lee Rural Fire Station will be approximately 2,200 square feet.  Subject property contains 1.25 acres, is on Tax Map 56, Parcel 6, and is zoned Agricultural.

This is a public hearing which was advertised in the Gallatin News on July 23, 2015.  The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Chief Gerald Wakefield came forward to explain and represent this request.  

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

There was no one present to speak for or against.

Mr. Rainey explained that if this is approved, this request will have to go before the planning commission for site plan approval.  
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Mr. Rainey asked why he had the construction entrance separated from the primary entrance.  He stated that he felt the temporary entrance should be where the permanent entrance is. He also stated that the County Highway Department needs to look at this plan.

Mr. Wakefield stated that we have two entrances, one being off the old road and one off the new road so we can make the building a drive through.

Mr. Rainey asked if this is a TDOT approved entrance on Highway 31W.

Mr. Wakefield stated that they will be widening it once they receive planning commission approval then they will submit for a formal entrance.

There was discussion.

Motion to approve by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Rainey.  Motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Rodney Joyner discussed Bethpage United Methodist Church/Wanda and David Timpani Owner received a conditional use permit on June 14, 2007, to allow for the hosting of private weddings and receptions, with up to six (6) employees and no alcoholic beverages, in the existing church.
Subject property is located at 504 Old Highway 31-E, Bethpage, Tn., is on Tax Map 68, parcel 86, contains approx. two (2) acres and is zoned Agricultural.
Per a telephone call, Mrs. Timpani stated they had closed the business.  Staff informed them that they needed to forward a letter to the Planning Department stating that they no longer needed the conditional use permit.  We have not received this letter.  Upon visiting this site, they still have their commercial signs posted.  
   *Please advise staff in a motion as how to address this situation.

There was discussion
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Motion by Mr. Rainey to discontinue this conditional use permit without prejudice, and if they decide to come back they will have to readvertise, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Rainey stated that the two year deal is a policy of this board and since this policy is not in the zoning resolution could we set an additional policy to define or further clarify the board’s position at the end of two years.  Without a response from the requestor, the conditional use is automatically rescinded.

There was discussion.

Motion by Mr. Rainey to amend our rules to state that at the end of two years should the requestor not come forward on a conditional use permit, it is automatically revoked without further action from this board, seconded by Mr. Jones.  Motion passed unanimously,
