MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER MINUTES BY MRS. WEBSTER, SECONDED BY MR. DICKERSON. MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

1. Kirsten Matthews was requesting a conditional use permit to operate a wedding venue and a request for a dust free parking variance.  This operation would be from April through October on Saturdays (2 p.m. to 10 p.m.) and Sundays (2 p.m. to 8 p.m.). Subject property is located at 301 Bob Perry Road, Bethpage, TN, is on Tax Map 49, Parcels 9 and 9.01, contains 11.02 acres and is zoned Agricultural. 
This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News on October 29, 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Ms. Matthews came forward to represent and explain this request.  

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no on present to speak for or against this request.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval for two years by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.   Motion passed unanimously.
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2. Kathy Wemhoener was requesting a 5 foot side yard setback variance on the east side to construct a detached 22’ x 26’ pavilion with a 21’ x 25’ carport on top of pavilion.  There will be a 16’ x 12’ storage area attached to rear of pavilion.  Subject property is located at 103 Lakeside Circle, Hendersonville, Tn., being Lot No. 34 on the plan of Southern Shores, is on Tax Map 158C, Group B, Parcel 24 and is zoned RA.
This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News on October 22, 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Mr. Ed Williams, Contractor, and Ms. Wemhoener came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Williams began by saying that this variance if on the west side and not the east side.  He explained that this was his error, not the staff’s error.  

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no on present to speak for or against this request.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Mrs. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.

3. Jeff D. Mead was requesting a conditional use permit to operate an automotive repair shop out of an existing detached garage.  The days of operation will be from Thursday thru Saturday for approximately 10 hours a day.  Subject property is located at 723 Hogan Branch Road, Hendersonville, Tn. is on Tax Map 117, Parcel 63.11, contains 5.69 acres and is zoned R1A and Agricultural.
This is a public hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin News on October 29 2015. The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.

Mr. Mead came forward to represent and explain this request.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no one present to speak for or against this request.

There was discussion.

Motion by Mr. Rainey for approval for two years with the following conditions: No stored vehicles other than the one he is working on, and no junk vehicles stored, seconded by Mrs. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.
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OTHER BUSINESS:

A. Robert Blankenship was requesting a continuation of a conditional use permit which he received on October 8, 2009, to operate a gun manufacturing business in an existing barn. Subject property is located at 145 B & L Lane, Portland, Tn., is on Tax Map 59, Parcel 78, contains approx. 14.3 acres and is zoned Agricultural.
This is a public hearing and the adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.  THIS WAS DEFERRED AT THE OCTOBER 2015 MEETING DUE TO THE APPLICANT NOT BEING PRESENT.

Mr. Blankenship came forward to represent and explain this request.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
There was no on present to speak for or against this request.

There was discussion.

Motion for approval for two years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Mrs. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.


B. Rayme and Wendy Phillips were requesting a continuation of a conditional use permit to allow for weddings and receptions in an existing barn, a dust free parking variance, and to employ up to four (4) seasonal employees.  The operational months for the weddings would be from February thru October (Thursday thru Saturday).  The food will be catered, and the alcohol will be the responsibility of the client. There will be a portable restroom trailer provided at the side of the barn. Subject property is located at 1249 Willis Branch Road, Goodlettsville Tn., is on Tax Map 143, Parcel 45.01, contains 7.18 acres and is zoned RA.
This is a public hearing and the adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.


Mr. and Mrs. Phillips came forward to represent and explain this request.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.
