Motion for approval of the March minutes by Mrs. Webster, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.

1. Michael Stinson is requesting continuation of a Conditional Use Permit granted on March 13, 2008, to operate White House Machine, LLC.  Subject property is located at 375 Martin Lane, Cottontown, TN is on Tax Map 075, Parcel 011.03, containing 6.265 acres, being zoned Agricultural.
The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.

Mr. Stinson came forward to represent and explain this request.

Staff reported that they had not received any complaints.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

There was no discussion.

Motion to approve a two-year continuation by Mr. Rainey, second by Mr. Jones. Motion passed unanimously.
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2.  Robert and Elisabeth Lynch are requesting a side yard Setback Variance of 11 feet on the south side of their property located at 1309 Shoreside Drive, Hendersonville, TN.   Subject property is on Tax Map 158C, Group A, Parcel 014.00, being zoned Residential – A.
This is a Public Hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin Newspaper on Thursday, March 31, 2016.
The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail. 

Ms. Lynch came forward to represent and explain this request.  Also present was a neighbor/property owner of Ms. Lynch stating that she did not have any problems with this setback variance.

Staff reported that Ms. Lynch had come to the Planning office many times in order to make sure she was proceeding correctly.

Mr. Rainey stated that in the past for this neighborhood the board had granted a 10’ setback variance and asked Ms. Lynch why she was asking for an 11’ variance.

Ms. Lynch stated that the 11’ variance would reach to the end of the house.

Mr. Rainey motioned to allow a 10’ variance.

Mr. McKee stated that Ms. Lynch was wanting an 11’ variance, so why could we not grant the other 1’?

Mr. Jones asked Ms. Lynch if the 11’ variance would come even to the house?

Ms. Lynch replied yes.

Chairman McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

There was no discussion.

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3.   Larry Odom, owner, is requesting a Conditional Use Permit for property located at 190 Kirk Lane for his son-in-law, Antonio Rowland, to conduct a firing range.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance and permission for one sign.  The vast majority of the range time will be conducted on Saturday afternoons.  Subject property is on Tax Map 115, Parcel 018.04, containing 32.13 acres, being zoned Estate A.
This is a Public Hearing and was advertised in the Gallatin Newspaper on Thursday, March, 31, 2016.
The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail.
