Motion for approval of the November minutes by Ms. Webster, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.

1. Kathy Wemhoener, owner, is requesting a side yard Setback Variance of 6.3 feet on the east back corner of property located at 103 Lakeside Circle, Hendersonville, TN  37075 to build a second story deck.  Subject property is on Tax Map 158C, Group B, Parcel 024.00, containing 1.0 acre, and zoned Residential-A.
The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail. 

Ms. Wemhoener came forward to represent and explain her request.

Ms. Wemhoener presented pictures of the original deck that was removed.  She stated that a new deck was in the process of being built but discovered problems with setbacks and structure.  At that point, the new deck was removed.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Mr. Rainey asked what is the depth of the deck.

Ms. Wemhoener stated that she is asking for 7 feet, flush with the house.

Mr. Rainey asked Mr. Joyner if we had received any calls in reference to this variance.

            Mr. Joyner stated that staff has only heard from one concerned neighbor and she is in 
            attendance tonight.  Mr. Joyner also stated that the concern was not to oppose the 
            construction, but just in reference to what was happening on this property.
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            Mr. Rainey asked what was the rear setback for this property.

            Mr. Joyner stated that this property was zoned R1A and the rear setback is 30 feet.

            Mr. Rainey stated that in reading the plat, the rear setback is in violation as well as the   
            side yard setbacks.  

            Ms. Glenda Tanksley came forward to state that because of the Army Corps of Engineers    
            property, it was difficult to determine where the rear yard setbacks should begin.
 
            Mr. Rainey stated that the plat shows an iron pin where Army Corps of Engineer property 
            starts and rear yard setback should be 30 feet from that pin.  

             There was discussion between Mr. Rainey and Mr. Joyner concerning the rear yard 
             setback on the existing house.     

             Mr. Rainey asked Mr. Joyner if the Board were to approve the side yard setback, would 
             Ms. Wemhoener need to come back for the rear yard setback.

             Mr. Joyner stated that Ms. Wemhoener would need to come back through the process to

             There was discussion.

             Mr. McKee closed the public hearing.

             There was discussion.

Motion to approve the side yard Setback Variance of 6.3 feet by Mr. Jones limited to replace deck to original size when house was purchased by Ms. Wemhoener, seconded by Mr. Dickerson. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion to adjourn meeting by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. McKee. Motion passed unanimously.
