Motion for approval of the May minutes by Mrs. Webster, seconded by Mr. Rainey.  Motion passed unanimously.

1. Mary Lee Wilkes is requesting a continuation of a Hardship Variance she received on May 13, 2004, due to the fact that she is partially disabled.  Subject property is located at 1765 Scotty Parker Road, Gallatin, TN  37066, is on Tap Map 092, Parcel 052.00, and is zoned Agricultural and contains 9.25 acres.   Ms. Wilkes will be required to provide a physician’s note which states that this hardship is still needed.

Ms. Wilkes came forward to represent and explain this request.  

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

Mr. McKee stated that Ms. Wilkes was here for a continuation of her Hardship Variance.

Ms. Wilkes apologized to the board for missing her scheduled meeting in June and stated that she was having medical problems that prohibited her from attending.

Ms. Wilkes presented a letter to the board and stated that her daughter has moved back to Tennessee from Ohio and is living in the apartment to help with her.

Mr. McKee asked Ms. Wilkes why her son did not live in the apartment since that was on the application when the request for Hardship was first granted.
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Ms. Wilkes stated that her son had never lived in the apartment but it had been rented out to various people that had medical training to help her when needed.

            Mr. Rainey stated that part of the reason for the apartment was to rent the apartment out             
            for income.

Ms. Wilkes stated that she is disabled and does need the rental income from the apartment.

Mr. McKee stated to Ms. Wilkes that this situation is very confusing because it doesn’t seem that the apartment is being used for the reason that it should, her son is no longer living in the apartment and that it’s being rented just to earn extra income.

Ms. Wilkes stated that she did not understand what they were asking her.  Ms. Wilkes stated that she did not say that her son was living there in the previous visits to the board.

Mr. McKee stated that he was going by what was written on the application.

Mr. Jones stated to Ms. Wilkes that when this meeting started, she stated that her daughter was living in the apartment.  Mr. Jones asked Ms. Wilkes if her daughter was living in the apartment.

Ms. Wilkes stated that she was and that they were buying a house soon.

Mr. Jones asked Ms. Wilkes if her daughter would assist her while she was living in the apartment.

Ms. Wilkes stated that if she was ill or on bed rest that her daughter would live there to assist her.

Mr. Jones stated that the Board is limited on how these variances are granted and that if someone was there at all times to care for Ms. Wilkes there would be no problem.  If anyone else lives there who does not care for Ms. Wilkes on a full time basis, family member or not, the Board would not have the authority to approve this structure to be just a rental.

Ms. Wilkes stated that she never said that the person that would live there would care for her full time.

Mr. Rainey stated that Ms. Wilkes implied that the person living there would live at the apartment full time to care for her.
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Ms. Wilkes stated that yes she may have implied it because the person living there needed to be capable to come to her assistance when needed.

            Mr. Rainey asked Ms. Wilkes if she has rented the apartment for nine years.

Ms. Wilkes answered that yes she has rented the apartment for nine years.

Motion to deny Hardship Variance by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. Mr. Jones abstained. 

           There was no further discussion.

2. Bradley Singleton, etals are requesting a continuation of a Conditional Use Permit, to employee two (2) people and for a dust free parking variance for a brewery in an existing 40’ x 30’ building.  They plan to manufacture and package alcoholic beverages for sale to Sumner County retailers and will not be open to the public.  Subject property is located at 544 Bursby Branch Road, Gallatin, TN  37066, is on Tax Map 080, Parcel 002.04, is zoned Agricultural contains 9.49 acres. 

Mr. Singleton came forward to represent and explain this request.  

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

Mr. Joyner stated that there has not been any complaints or comments to our office concerning this property.

            Mr. Rainey stated that Mr. Singleton has met all the requirements for his Conditional Use 
            Permit.  Mr. Rainey also stated that Mr. Singleton has turned his venture into a successful 
            business and he should be applauded for his success.

Motion to approve continuation of Conditional Use Permit for two years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. 

3. Christopher Brown is requesting a continuation of a Conditional Use Permit he was granted on July10, 2008 to operate “Highway 259 Auto Garage”.  Subject property is located at 1911 Highway 259, Portland, TN 37066, is on Tax Map 014, Parcel 054.00, is zoned Agricultural and contains 1.05 acres.
The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.

Mr. Brown came forward to represent and explain this request.
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            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            Mr. Joyner stated that there has not been any complaints or comments to our office 
            concerning this property.

Motion to approve continuation of Conditional Use Permit for two years by Ms. Webster, seconded by Mr. Jones.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Frank and Donna Kirkbride are requesting a continuation of a Conditional Use Permit to operate a winery in a proposed 2,500 square foot building originally granted on July 14, 2011.Subject property is located at 318 Corinth Road, Portland, TN 37148., is on Tax Map 031, Parcel 079.00, is zoned Agricultural and contains 92.45 acres           
FYI-Tax Map 31, Parcel 79 (which in 1990 was located on Tax Map 
            41, Parcel 8) is served by a 20 foot easement.  The Zoning Board minutes dated 
            November 6, 1990, pertaining to this easement variance are enclosed in your packet)
            The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.

            Mr. & Ms. Kirkbride came forward to represent and explain this request.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            Mr. Joyner stated that there has not been any complaints or comments to our office 
            concerning this property.

Motion to approve continuation of Conditional Use Permit for two years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Mr. Jones.  Motion passed unanimously. 

5. Katherine Cox is requesting a Conditional Use Permit to conduct a business making jewelry and metal armour for film and theater.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance and permission for one detached sign.  Subject property is located at 1998 Pleasant Grove Road, Westmoreland, TN  37186, is on Tax Map 026, Parcel 031.01, is zoned Agricultural, and contains 66.18 acres.  
The adjoining property owners were notified by Certified Mail.

Ms. Cox came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Joyner asked Ms. Cox if she was requesting a sign which was initially requested on the application.
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Ms. Cox stated that she does not need a sign due to the majority of the business being done online.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

Mr. Rainey stated that he was not aware of this type of business in our county and was impressed that we have such diversity of local businesses going on.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit for two years with no sign by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. 

6. David Reed Day, current owner, and Wilfred (Dean) Hunter, purchaser, are requesting a Conditional Use Permit to conduct a training facility for Criminal Patrol and Detector K9 dogs for Government use only.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance and permission for one detached sign.  Subject property is located at 1607 Scotty Parker Road, Gallatin,  TN 37066 is on Tax Map 104, Parcel 002.00, is zoned R1A, and contains 1.7 acres.  
The adjoining property owners were notified by Certified Mail.

Mr. Hunter came forward to represent and explain this request.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            Mr. Rainey stated that this was a good spot for this facility, stating that there is  
            commercial property in that area. Mr. Rainey also stated to Mr. Hunter that in about a 
            year he should consider coming back before the Board and ask for this property to be 
            rezoned.

            Mr. Hunter stated that his intentions are to ask for rezoning but realized this was his first 
            step.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit for two years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. 
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7. Joelle Frasca or Joseph Frasca, current owner, and Joyce Williams, purchaser, are requesting a Conditional Use Permit to conduct an Overnight Fitness Camp for approximately 20 guests.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance. Subject property is located at 732B Rock Springs Road Castalian Springs, TN  37031, is on Tap Map 089, Parcel 055.00, and is zoned Agricultural and contains 156.06 acres.
The adjoining property owners were notified by Certified Mail.

Joyce Williams and Kris Intress came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Rainey asked Ms. Intress if this was a fitness camp for pets or for humans.

Ms. Intress stated that it was for humans.

Mr. Rainey asked Ms. Intress how many acres was this property.

Ms. Intress stated that it was 156.06 acres and the house can not be seen from the road.  Ms. Intress also stated that plans to build cabins that would be built behind the house and would not be visible from the road. 

Mr. Rainey asked Ms. Intress how many cabins would be built.

Ms. Intress stated that right now they plan to build three.

Mr. Joyner stated that one of the concerns from the Board would be traffic.

Ms. Intress stated that the majority of the guess would fly into the airport and be picked up by a shuttle.  The guest would have a day off to go shopping, site seeing, and etc.  They would not be coming and going as this would defeat the purpose of staying there.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Paul Cigler came forward to ask Ms. Intress what drive would they be using.  Mr. 
            Cigler’s property is adjacent to the proposed property and had concerns that if Ms. Intress 
            uses the dirt road next to his property that there would be a lot of dust.

Ms. Intress stated to Mr. Cigler that they would only be using the main drive and not the dirt drive.

Mr. McKee stated that there were a couple other ways to access this property and ask Ms. Intress if they would be using those.

Ms. Intress stated that they would not be using those.
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            There was discussion between Mr. Cigler, Ms. Intress, and Ms. Williams concerning the 
            drive.

Mr. Rainey asked them to please address the Board when speaking.

Melissa Andrews came forward stating that she was not concerned with the fitness camp being on this property but was concerned about this property being rezoned.  Ms. Andrews stated that if this business was not a success and it was rezoned for this business, what other kind of business’ could go in there.

Mr. Joyner stated to Ms. Andrews that Ms. Intress and Ms. Williams are requesting a Conditional Use Permit and this permit can not be transferred if Ms. Intress and Ms. Williams decide to sell the subject property or no longer have a business at the subject property. 

Ms. Andrews asked Mr. Joyner if the subject property was sold, would the new owner have to come to the Zoning Board to get a new permit to run a business.

Mr. Joyner answered Ms. Andrews that yes the new owner would have to come before the board to get a new permit.


            Mr. Rainey stated that the Board adopted a policy to review the Conditional Use Permit   
            every two years so that if there were any problems they could be addressed and the 
            permit could be revoked if needed. 

            Ms. Andrews stated that was her only concern and thanked the Board.

            Jackie Thompson asked Ms. Intress if any convicted felons would be at this facility.

            Ms. Intress answered Mr. Thompson that this is not a rehabilitation facility or a 
            counseling facility, and assures Mr. Thompson that it will never turn into that type of 
            facility.

            Mr. Thompson asked Ms. Intress that if they are not “troubled people” then why can’t 
            they leave the facility once they get there.

Ms. Intress stated that they are not holding them prisoner and they can leave at any time.
Ms. Williams stated that when she went to a camp like this, she drove and could have left the property at any time but was so tired at the end of the day,  that all she wanted to do was go to her cabin and rest. 
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            Mr. Thompson was concerned on how the guest would be accounted for if they decided 
            to go for a walk around the property and not stay at the house or their cabin.

            Ms. Intress stated that there would be approximately 16 trainers at the facility to watch 
            and work with the guests. She stated that the guests would have an opportunity to walk 
            the property or fish especially on their day off.

            Mr. Joyner stated that this type of facility is more of a training camp instead of a 
            membership type of facility and guests would be there a week or two at a time, limiting 
            the traffic on Rock Springs Road.  

            Mary Windsor stated to Mr. Intress that her fear is that this is just a front in order to put a 
            drug and alcohol facility on this property.

            Ms. Intress assured Ms. Windsor that the facility is not going to or will ever be a 
            counseling facility for drugs and alcohol.

           Ms. Windor asked the Board what if this happens.

           Mr. Rainey stated to Ms. Windsor that the request is for a fitness camp and that is what 
           the Board is addressing.

           Ms. Windsor stated that Ms. Intress could tell everyone one thing and do another and what 
           kind of recourse would be taken.

          Mr. McKee stated that the Board goes by the guidelines of what is being requested.

          Linda Conti addressed the Board stating that since she has received her letter, she has  
          called the Planning and Stormwater office and received information on this project and is 
          pleased that a facility like this is going up instead of a development or subdivision.

          Allison Kennedy addressed the Board stating that she was the real estate agent for Ms.
          Intress and wanted to tell the audience that this property has been looked at several times 
          for development of a subdivision and that a facility like this would be better for the 
          community instead of many houses in a subdivision.

          Mr. McKee asked if there was anyone else that would like to speak.  

          Since there was no one else to speak, he closed the public hearing.
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          Mr. Rainey stated that he did not know much about this type of facility but has done some 
          research about them, it is a good type facility and it would use the land in our county for  
          more than just residential   He thinks issuing a permit for two years and the property 
          not to be rezoned, would help the county with revenue and taxes.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit for two years by Mr. Jones, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. 

8. Roy A Brown, Betty J Brown, Roy T Brown, and Robert M Brown, current owners, and Living To Go Church, purchaser are requesting a Conditional Use Permit to construct and operate a 30,000 (approximately) square foot church containing 200 parking spaces, with approximately 600 members.  There will not be a day care in this proposed church, but it will have kitchen facilities.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance and permission for one detached sign.  Subject property located at 541 Upper Station Camp Creek Road, Gallatin, TN  37066 is on Tax Map 116, Parcel 042.01 containing 52.10 acres and Tax Map 116, Parcel 042.02, containing 10.01 acres, both being zoned R1A.
The adjoining property owners were notified by Certified Mail.

9. Robert D Schools, current owner, is requesting a Conditional Use Permit, for his son, Stephen Schools, to conduct a firearm safety class and accessory firing range.  Also requesting a dust free parking variance and permission for one detached sign.  Subject property is located at HWY 31E Westmoreland, TN  37186 is on Tax Map 047, Parcel 017.01, is zoned R1A, and contains 37 acres.  
The adjoining property owners were notified by Certified Mail.

Mr. Stephen Schools came forward to represent and explain this request.

Mr. Rainey asked Mr. Schools if this would be a membership type of business.

Mr. Schools replied that it would be a membership type business offering discounts to the Veterans, police departments, and fire department.

Mr. Rainey asked Mr. Schools if he was certified.

Mr. Schools stated that he is certified to teach firearm safety classes.

Mr. Joyner stated that he went to the site and Mr. Schools showed him where he would be shooting and even the neighbors have been over there to shoot.  Mr. Joyner stated that Mr. Schools sent a personal letter to his neighbors letting them know what he was going to be doing.
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Mr. Schools told the Board that he did send out personal letters to all the neighbors letting them know what he wanted to do and invited them to call and talk to him about their concerns.

Mr. Rainey asked what the hours of operation were going to be. 

Mr. Schools stated the hours would be Tuesday thru Saturday from 8 A.M. to 6 P.M. and debating on Monday but there would be no operation on Sunday.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            Mr. Joyner stated that while looking over the site he noticed that unless you were going 
            to move dirt around, there would not be any other kind of use for this property since it 
            goes right off the cliff going into Westmoreland.

            Mr. Rainey asked Mr. Schools which side of Westmoreland.

[bookmark: _GoBack]            Mr. Schools replied that it was the Gallatin side of the Westmoreland hill and 200 feet of 
            frontage for driveway access.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit for two years by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion to adjourn meeting by Mr. Rainey, seconded by Ms. Webster.  Motion passed unanimously.
