1. NICKIE BROWN was requesting a continuation of a conditional use permit granted on March 13, 2008, to operate a portable and site sawmill service.  Subject property is located at 120 Hardison Way, Cottontown,Tn., is on Tax Map 101, Parcel 9.02, contains 1.76 acres and is zoned Agricultural. 
      The adjoining property owners were notified by regular mail.

            Mr. Brown came forward to represent and explain this request.

            Staff reported that they had not received any complaints.

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2. SHELTON AND LINDSAY CATES were requesting a continuation of a hardship 
            variance they received on April 14, 2011.  This hardship was to take care of Jacqueline 
            McDaniel (Mrs. Cates’ mother).  Subject property is located at 1210 Upper Station 
            Camp Creek Road, Cottontown, Tn., is on tax map 102, parcel 27.04, contains 2.46 
            acres, and is zoned Estate A.
            They must provide documentation to establish that the hardship is still needed ( i.e.   
            physician’s note) and updated engineering letter of the findings of the structure due to 
            life safety issues.

Mr. Cates came forward to explain the request for the Hardship Variance stating that his mother-in-law, Estelle Johnson, is in poor health and needs to be assisted by his wife and himself.
Ms. Johnson will be living in the vinyl siding home behind Mr. Sinclair’s home.
