Motion for approval of the October minutes by Ms. Webster, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion for approval of the October Special Called minutes by Mr. Dickerson, seconded by Mr. Jones.  Motion passed unanimously.

1. David Latimer is requesting a continuation of a Conditional Use Permit which he was granted on November 9, 2006 to operate a wholesale machine shop in an existing building and a variance from dust free parking requirement.  Subject property is located at 1024 Opossum Lane, Portland, Tn., is on Tax Map 51, Parcel 21, contains 1.0 acre and is zoned Agricultural.
            The adjoining property owners were notified by mail.

             Mr. Latimer came forward to represent and explain this request.

            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            There was discussion.

Motion to approve a two-year continuation of their Conditional Use Permit by Mr. Dickerson, seconded by Ms. Webster. Motion passed unanimously.
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2. Leonard and Geneiva Ballou are requesting a Setback Variance of 26.5 feet on the front yard and 10.3 feet on the north side yard for a detached garage.  Subject property is located at 2904 Academy Road, Portland, TN  37148, is on Tax Map 072, Parcel 022.01, containing 1.6 acres, and zoned Agricultural.
The adjoining property owners were notified by certified mail. 
 
            Mr. & Ms. Ballou came forward to represent and explain this request.
       
            Mr. McKee opened the floor for the public hearing.

            Since there was no one present to speak, he closed the public hearing.

            Mr. McKee asked Mr. Ballou if the garage was already built.

            Mr. Ballou stated that he built the house and there was an old garage on the property but 
            he tore it down before building the house.  Mr. Ballou stated that he is in a land contract 
            with the person that built the garage.  Mr. Ballou stated that today was the first time he 
            has ever seen the garage.   Mr. Ballou stated that it is a nice built garage.

            Mr. Jones asked Mr. Ballou when was the house built.

            Mr. Ballou stated that the house was built around 2014 and the person that is 
            under the land contract with him built the garage without his permission.

            Ms. Webster asked Mr. Ballou if the property was owned by the person who built the 
            garage.

             Mr. Ballou stated that the property is owned by him and will be deeded to the person 
             under the land contract when paid off. 

             Mr. Jones asked Mr. Ballou what kind of land contract were they under.

             Mr. Ballou explained that the land contract he has with him stated that when the house is 
             paid off, the deed would then transfer.  Mr. Ballou stated that a deposit was also put 
             down toward the purchase of the house.
             
              Ms. Webster asked Mr. Ballou if the garage was built before or after the house was 
              built.

              Mr. Ballou stated that the garage was built after Ballou Construction built the house.

              Mr. Jones asked Mr. Ballou if there was any wording in the land contract stating no 
              improvements before the improvements are made.
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              Mr. Ballou stated that he was not aware of any wording of that kind in the contract, and 
              he built a first class garage.

              Mr. Jones stated that the quality of the building is not in question, it’s that he did not 
              follow the correct procedures to build the garage.

              There was discussion.

              Ms. Webster stated that the proper steps should have been taken in order to build this 
              garage, and it would set a precedent if the Board allowed this variance to be approved.

Motion to deny the requested Setback Variance by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Dickerson. Motion passed, Mr. McKee voted against the motion.
